	main living/gathering area, view to mountains in distance (south west)!, room for more than one seating area (e.g. group conversation area for 6 to 8 and one or two smaller areas), fireplace! (consider different options, including woodstove and high efficiency masonry, so long as there is still some visible flame), near enough to kitchen to hold some conversation (i.e. open-ish plan), lots of windows (maybe in more than one direction), wall space for art (we realize this is somewhat in conflict with the last point), maybe inglenook as one of small seating areas (depending on fireplace style), maybe fossil rock mantel/surround (depending on style of fireplace), maybe window seats, storage for: firewood, some books/magazines, games, card table?, small stereo and/or pc, 
	

	Kitchen

	close to great room, close-ish to dining room (not super important), cooking “mess” not visible from great room or dining room (either shielded by high-ish counter, screen, wall, etc.), large enough to accommodate two cooks working at same time, two prep stations (consisting of sufficient counter and sink access), fancy gas stove (need to consider options give no natural gas available), 2 ovens, built in drain rack on main sink, maybe compost chute/bin/drawer, maybe restaurant style faucet on one sink, maybe painted wood slat cupboard doors, appliances not faces like cupboards, maybe butcher block prep table with spot for a stool, walk-in pantry, easy access to gas barbeque on deck, “refrigerator” shelves on deck, special storage (in kitchen or pantry) for cooler and “car box” (fully extending pull-out shelf in easily accessed position), six (or more!) lineal feet of cookbook shelves, full extension pull-out drawers/shelves!

	eating area within kitchen: small table and chairs for four or banquette/nook (not counter seating), morning light would be nice, window with a good view of a bird feeder

	space (not enclosed room) adjacent to great room so you can move some furniture and expand table if desired, room to seat eight with moving furniture, maybe built-in china cabinets – counter surface on lower cabinets suitable for “buffet” service

	near and/or part kitchen or great room, need not be elaborate, small sink, small under counter fridge for pop, beer and ice, maybe small wine fridge (or could be in kitchen or pantry or not at all), maybe locate fancy coffee/espresso machine here, storage for glassware, some books, liquor mostly closed cupboards), some display shelves for fancy scotch
	

	Library

(ground)
	an area to store books, read, watch tv, play computer games together on the tv screen, etc., needs lots of bookshelf space! (we’ll have to measure for you later), would be nice to have access to terrace, fairly large flat screen tv or other media screen and pretty decent surround sound (we have differing opinions on what’s decent but at least we both agree we don’t need a “blow-me-away $200K” system/room), room for say maybe a love seat and two comfy chairs – greater numbers can sit on cushions, seating should be easily reconfigurable (need to consider floor choices accordingly), room for love seat to pull out into a bed, needs a spot for a computer
	

	Terrace

	on view side of house, natural stone or concrete, this is the area where hot tub should be, hot tub should be open to sky (or at least partially open to sky (so roofline snow dump should be considered), needs to have reasonably close access to a bathroom, some nearby storage for chemicals

	private space, must be sufficiently separated from guest bedrooms, should have southwest view if possible, deck access (can be small deck just big enough for a bench for two)

	private space, shower stall for two but not huge (about 3.5’ x 5.5’), no door on shower stall, no sill on shower stall if possible, no glass walls on shower stall if possible, give thought to access to water controls (e.g. show knobs outside shower?), toilet in enclosed space, timed and/or moisture sensing fans, plugs inside medicine cabinets for electric toothbrushes, maybe stand alone modern equivalent to claw foot tub, consider localized water heating options (e.g. recirculating, point of source), special counter heights, two with their own medicine cabinets, heated towl rack
	

	Dressing Room
	semi open walk-in closet area on way to master bath, room for upholstered bench seat for two in center, telescoping rod (s), pull-down rod(s), full length mirror

	large enough for a queen size bed (or two twin beds – not against walls) plus night stand, chair, small des or table and dresser,, maybe one on second floor (in which case powder room could serve as it’s bathroom and add shower to powder room), having one on second floor would mean that there was at least ability to have full lodging for someone on the one floor.
	

	Guest Bath(s)

	one shared or two separate?, if separate, at least one must have public access (for potential guest sleeping on sofa bed) cupboard vanities – not pedestal sinks (this goes for all bathrooms except maybe the “mud bath”), lots of towel bar/hook space

	old- fashioned “pump” faucet by Kohler
	

	Mud Bath

(ground)
	off mud room, exterior access, just sink and toilet, very washable floor, maybe could have shower and then could serve as second guest bath, maybe big enough to serve as change room for hot tub (then would need shower for sure)
	

	Office 
	semi-private to private space, separate room to serve as decent home office for doing real work in, room for two computers stations (including two chairs), some book shelves, filing cabinets, maybe built-in desk/counter, insulate to reduce noise from computers
	

	Laundry Room
	should be near main living space for two reasons: one, Michele likes the laundry room handy and, two, it is where we usually keep foster animals and it is better for them to be near the action (we may be flexible on this),should be very easy to clean and sterilize, should have a window, some counter space, built-in ironing board, washer/dryer elevated on small platform (so puppy pee, etc, does not flow under), extra heating capability, storage (how much?), maybe exterior access to deck (or through kitchen if close)
	

	Staircase/Hall
	elevator or space for elevator (can a residential elevator span four floors?)

	not detached, room for two cars comfortably, up to five bikes in season (including one tandem), ladder storage, some additional storage cupboards

utilities: area or areas to house hvac equipment, water tank, water conditioner, generator
wine cellar: not that large, functional – not fancy

general storage: backpacking gear, rubber rafts, other off season sporting gear, brewing equipment
